RECYCLE PAPER AND CARDBOARD: Newspaper, catalogs, magazines, glossy ad inserts; office, computer and school paper; paper bags, folders, shredded paper and  canceled checks, junk mail, telephone books, pages from books, paperback books, corrugated cardboard, boxboard cardboard (cereal boxes, beer and soda carriers, gift, shoe, toy boxes, etc); greeting cards, paper gift wrap (no foil)

 

DO NOT RECYCLE any paper or cardboard with coatings (wax, plastic, foil, adhesives or remaining food -  like pizza boxes etc.) or facial tissues, napkins, paper towels, etc. 

RECYCLE COMMINGLED:   GLASS bottles & jars (clear/green/brown)




        METAL Containers and lids, aluminum foil and aerosol cans 




        PLASTIC bottles, containers & lids:  #1 - #5 and  #7

 

DO NOT RECYCLE: window glass, mirrors, drinking glasses, light bulbs, cookware, ANY plastic bags, outside plastic furniture, vinyl siding, PVC piping, or plastic toys
